POINTS AND AUTHORITIES

RE: L.C.§5814.5 ATTORNEY’S FEES


Labor Code §5814.5 provides that a reasonable attorney’s fees shall be awarded for the enforcement of payment of compensation subsequent to the issuance of an award.

Attorney’s fees under L.C. §5814.5 have been awarded under the following circumstances: unreasonable delay in authorizing medical treatment [Town of Hillsborough v. WCAB  (Sommer) 68 CCC 304 (2003), City of Manteca v. WCAB (Shaefer) 67 CCC 1342 (2002)]; unreasonable delay in payment of post-award permanent disability benefits [County of Los Angeles v. WCAB (Lopez) 68 CCC 995 (2003)]; unreasonable delay in post-award temporary disability benefits [City of San Carlos v WCAB (Brusatori) (2003) 68 CCC 1638].

In awarding fees under L.C. §5814.5, “the Board should consider the same factors it considers in section 5801 fee determination: a reasonable hourly rate as well as recompense for the amount of time expended.” Hollinger v. WCAB (San Mateo County Transit District) 54 CCC 23 (1989)
