PETITION FOR ORDER TO COMPEL ATTENDANCE AT DEFENSE MEDICAL EXAMINATION AND TO SUSPEND COMPENSATION AND TO BAR FURTHER PROCEEDINGS BY APPLICANT UNTIL THE COMPLETION OF THE REQUESTED COMPREHENSIVE MEDICAL EVALUATION

Ex Parte Petition under Reg. §10890(d)


TO THE WORKERS’ COMPSATION APPEALS BOARD AND TO ALL PARTIES AND THEIR ATTORNEY OF RECORD:

Defendant petitions for an order to compel applicant to submit to a defense comprehensive medical evaluation (CML) by a qualified medical evaluator (QME) chosen by defendants and to suspend applicant’s compensation and to bar further proceedings by applicant until the completion of the requested CML.

A notice of medical examination was served upon applicant and applicant’s attorney.  That notice is attached hereto as exhibit A.  The contents thereof are incorporated herein by reference.

Applicant failed to appear at the scheduled time and place for the medical examination without prior cancellation, thereby causing defendant to incur a cancellation fee of $200.00.

Defendant rescheduled the examination in accordance with the notice attached hereto as exhibit B.  The contents thereof are incorporated herein by reference.  Again, applicant failed to appear at the time and place scheduled for the second CML; causing defendant to incur an additional cancellation fee of $200.00.

Defendants have a right to have applicant submit to a CML.

WHEREFORE, defendants pray:

1. That applicant is ordered to attend and cooperate in a CML in accordance with the attached proposed order;

2. That applicant’s right to compensation is suspended as of the date applicant is ordered to submit to the CML unless applicant appears, cooperates and submits to the scheduled CML;

3. That applicant’s right to begin or maintain any proceeding for the collection of compensation be suspended;
